Responsibilities:

· To keep the need for donations of items for use in Women’s Aid Refuges before members
· To encourage members to collect items locally at Branch or Group level and take them to one of the Women’s Aid Charity Shops with the clear statement that the items are donations from the Mothers’ Union for use in the refuges and not for sale in the shops.  

· To advise members of the location of the Women’s Aid charity shops which are in Boldmere, Shirley, and Northfield.

· To liaise with Birmingham and Solihull Women’s Aid to monitor the opening of additional shops and to ensure that Mothers’ Union donations continue to meet the needs of their clients.

· To contact Birmingham and Solihull Women’s Aid at 0121 685 8687 or 0121 742 4515 to arrange collection of items too large to take to one of the shops.

· To ensure that members keep a record of the items donated and to receive such records from the membership, keeping the records as a measure of the level of support given.

· To advise the membership regarding the nature of items that are welcomed by the refuges, for example adult and children’s toiletries (soaps, face cloths, toothbrushes and toothpaste, hand towels, etc.), baby wipes and nappies, emergency underwear such as knickers, vests, children’s underpants, bedding, etc.

· To keep the A&O Coordinator and Committee informed of activities.
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
