· Ensure that any activities with which the President  is engaged follow relevant Health & Safety and Diocesan Safe-guarding policies.
· Chair meetings as per Constitution.
· Pass on information received from MSH to Trustees and/or members, where appropriate.
· Promote Mothers’ Union within the wider community.
· Initiate review of the Constitution, as appropriate
· Prepare a task analysis for a successor.
